I am looking forward to my ministry here in 
St. Peter’s, and thank you for your warm 
welcome. As usual, it will take me a little 
while to get to know the Parish and to 
complete the chores of moving such as 
unpacking boxes, and attending to all the 
admin that goes along with changing 
address! A big thank you to all priests that 
have supported the Parish since Fr 
Alexander left at the beginning of the year, 
and to Fr Alexander for his ministry here 
as Parish Priest since 2018. There is so 
much good to build on as we enjoy the 
summer months and the second half of the 
year and look forward to laying the 
foundations for the moderated parish to 
begin during 2025.  
 
In January 2022 Bishop Richard 
established, for a probationary period of 
three years, our Parish as the Diocesan 
shrine for Blessed Carlo Acutis. So it was 
great news to hear that the Vatican has 
recognised a second miracle attributed to 
his intercession. Following this event a 
Consistory of Cardinals will meet to finalise 
the process for his Canonisation. As the 
time for the renewal of our status as his 
Diocesan Shrine and his Canonisation 
may coincide in 2025, it would be good to 
try and bring about an enhancement to his 
shrine and a celebration to mark a 15 year 
old becoming a saint. I will leave this last 
thought with you, suggestions gratefully 
received. Given Blessed Carlo Acutis’ 
devotion the Eucharist, and especially his 
interest in Eucharistic miracles, it seems 
especially relevant to be writing this as we 
celebrate the feast of Corpus Christi.

From Corpus Christi Sunday 2 June St 
Mary Magdalen will be open on two 
afternoons of the week, Sunday and Friday 
welcoming people to spend time in prayer, 
adoration and quiet reflection.  
In the Pastoral Plan Bishop Richard has 
presented to us he specifically asked all 
our communities to spend time in 
Adoration, to pray for the future of the 
diocese and its mission of evangelisation. 
More recently the bishop urged us to 
spend time in Adoration praying for 
vocations to the priesthood for our 
diocese. Alongside this call to prayer we 
are also aware of the many needs within 
our city and personal lives for the healing 
and peace of the Lord. 
Over the past months a group of 
representatives from the parishes across 
the deanery have been exploring a vision 
to open St Mary Magdalen as a Sanctuary 
of Prayer within the heart of our city. The 
aspiration is that in time the church will be 
open 7 days a week for Adoration, prayer 
and pastoral ministry – serving both the 
Moderated Parish and the city we live in. 
Our hope is that it becomes a ministry that 
will help to bring together parishioners 
from across our communities in a 
wonderful work of service!  
For the vision to become a reality we are 
inviting parishioners inspired by this vision 
to join together in this ‘apostolate of 

prayer’. Depending on a persons 
availability coming on ‘pilgrimage’ to spend 
a little time during the course of each 
week, fortnight or month praying before the 
Blessed Sacrament.
